e Include a $50.00 non-refundable application fee. Please submit this fee with your application.

Miss Rodeo Lea Park Contestant Rules and Regulations

10.

Eligibility: Contestants must be between the ages of 18 and 25 years as of April 1, 2026

Entries: The first 10 eligible applications will be accepted. Applications are deemed received upon
delivery to the Committee. All applications must be post-dated by April 1. Applications can be mailed
or dropped oft.

Minimum Participation: At least two contestants are required for the competition to proceed.
Residency: Contestants must reside within a reasonable radius of the Lea Park area. The Committee’s
decision on eligibility based on residence is final.

Legal Standing: Contestants must not have pleaded guilty to or been convicted of a criminal offense.
Personal Status: Contestants must be biologically female, never married, never lived common-law, and
never pregnant. If any of these circumstances change during the reign, the crown will be forfeited and
returned to the Committee at the contestant’s expense.

Commitment: Contestants must sign a contract agreeing to participate fully in the competition and, if
crowned, represent the Lea Park Rodeo for one year.

Conduct: Contestants must exhibit professionalism and refrain from inappropriate behavior,
including the use of foul language, alcohol, drugs, or tobacco during the competition and their reign.
Horse Ownership: Contestants must own or have access to a suitable horse for the competition and
their reign. The Committee reserves the right to determine the horse’s suitability at any time.

Event Attendance: Contestants must attend all scheduled events and functions during the

competition and their reign. Promptness and preparation are mandatory.

e Personal Interview: 15%
o Wear business western attire, it can be a collared shirt and blazer with jeans.

® Modeling and Appearance: 10%
Breakdown of Horsemanship, Personality, and Additional Judging Areas: (As per the original format.)

long as it is within the dress code!

All contestants must wear cowboy hats, cowboy boots, a sash (given by the committee at the start of the
competition), long or three-quarter-length sleeves, and jeans or knee-length skirts. If you have any questions

1. Acknowledgment of Risk

participants to substantial and serious hazards and risks of property damage, personal injury, and/or death.

2. Activities Involved
Applicant acknowledges that her participation in activities as Miss Rodeo Lea Park—including but not limited to Lea Park
Rodeo events, parades, public appearances, and promotional activities (collectively the “Activities”)—may likewise expose her
to risks of property damage, personal injury, and/or death.

3. Assumption of Risk
Applicant, in consideration of being permitted to participate in the Activities in any capacity, agrees to assume all such hazards
and risks and hereby discharges, waives, and releases “Miss Rodeo Lea Park,” the Lea Park Rodeo Committee, associated
properties, and any other organizations conducting, sponsoring, or involving themselves in these events (as well as their officers,
directors, employees, agents, and affiliates) from all claims, demands, and liabilities for any and all property damage, personal
injury, and/or death arising out of or related to the Activities.

4.  Covenant Not to Sue
Applicant agrees not to, now or at any time in the future, directly or indirectly commence or prosecute any action, suit, or
proceeding against the parties released above arising out of or related to the risks, hazards, and claims waived in this release.

5.  Binding Provisions
The undertakings and covenants outlined in this provision are binding upon the Applicant, her heirs, legal representatives,

successors, and assigns.
